• Use this multiple-choice quiz (5:25) to introduce the topic of Fast Food. 

• Distribute one copy of the first page to your learners seated in pairs. Give them a set 

time limit (depending on their level) to read, discuss and answer the questions in pairs.  

• You may want to ask your learners to compare a few of their answers with their other 

classmates. 

• Play the video all the way through without stopping. As they watch, your learners can 

confirm their answers and correct any mistakes. 
 

Page 2 (optional extension activity) 
 

• Distribute a copy of the second page to the same learners seated in pairs. (Save paper 

by using the photocopier to double-side Page 1 and Page 2!) 

• Ask your learners to write the answers to any questions they can remember.  

• Have your learners watch the video a second time to complete unanswered questions. 

• Elicit and confirm answers from your students after the video has ended. 
 

Follow up Discussion (optional) 
 

• Have learners follow up with these (or similar) questions related to the video:  

How often do you eat at McDonald’s? When was the last time you ate there? 

What do the letters “K-F-C” stand for? (Answer: “Kentucky Fried Chicken”)
